I.  Wrap-up Breeders’ Classic 2007

A.  Review preliminary financial report for Breeders’ Classic 2007
Julie Stanyer sent copies of the report for review.  Several discrepancies emerged from general discussion:
· What is the “scribe” payment of $300? – Lisa explained that was actually the ring steward for the show.

· Cash start in & out appear to be missing – refer to Julie

· Are silent auction deposits complete? – refer to Julie

Lisa agreed to contact Julie.

B. Awards for the 2007 year
Lisa moved that the organization include a Mature Mare award for the 2007 season.  Second:  Henrietta Morey.  Discussion was favorable for the award.  
VOTE

Absent a quorum, Chris Bredeson suggested an e-mail vote.

Further discussion centered on award eligibility in the face of 2007 show cancellations.  With these cancellations many horses would not meet the NWSBA two show requirement.  Rod Gregg was e-mailed for his input. Most favored awarding one show participants a year-end award as long as they did not replace a two show participant in the standings.  No further action was taken on this issue at the meeting.  

A broader question regarding the two show requirement for weanlings in any year was raised.  A one show requirement for weanlings might

encourage late births to show.  Discussion was tabled to the next board meeting.
Lisa requested a local volunteer for next year to maintain a running tally of show points throughout the summer, rather than one compilation at the end of the show season. In addition she recommended that the scoring system be revised, put in writing, and posted on the NWSBA website.  Markay agreed to do this with extensive training, well in advance of the up coming show season.


II. 2008 Breeders’ Classic
A. General discussion
Format:   There will two shows in two days as per Chris Bredeson’s suggestion.  
Saturday – Age Classes & Breed Classes.  This also will include Get of Sire, Breeder’s Group, Produce of Dam.
Sunday – Age Classes & Finals.   Henrietta Morey suggested the addition of Made in America classes for horses of any age, one for colts/geldings/stallions and one for fillies/mares.  Verification that the parents were bred and born in America, as well as, the show entry will be necessary.
B. Some breed classes were condensed and/or dropped based on past participation.

C. Two judges will be necessary for the shows.  Peter Hanson (Saturday judge), Hilda Gurney (Sunday judge), and William Solyntjes will be requested in that order, with Solyntjes as a back up should one of the other two be unable to judge.

D. A dinner sponsor of $400 will be needed for next year.

E. Henrietta will sponsor the dessert again for $200.

F. Do the silent auction again.  It was fun and brought in approximately $1000.
